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BabelBank 

  - merge and split paymentfiles
To send or retrieve paymentfiles for several clients or companies can be challenging and timeconsuming. Many banks and ERP-systems have poor functionality to handle this. With BabelBank  you can merge clientfiles into one file which can be sent to the bank. Transfer one common returnfiles from the bank, and let BabelBank  split the content into separate files pr client.
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If you’re handling payments for several companies/clients, you can use BabelBank  to collect those files, and merge them into one totalfile which can be transferred to your bank.
This way your paymentprocessing will be more effective. There will be no need to figure out which file is for which client, and if the sequence- or productionnumbers are correct and in sync.
Split returnfiles from bank
Files with incoming payments, or confirmationfiles for outgoing payments can be split by using profiles in BabelBank.  This way they are prepared for import into each separate client in the ERP-system.
Administration of sequencenumbers
BabelBank  can handle the sequencenumbers in Telepayfiles, either total for all clients, or separate for each client. There will be no need to find out in which sequence to send files to the bank. 

Notification
BabelBank  can be configured to notify the users on e-mail about which clients are split or merged. This way they will promptly know when they can import the splitted returnfiles for their accountingclients, or when to confirm payments in the banksystem.
Reporting

The program can be set up to print reports showing which clients are split or merged, and the content of all paymentfiles can be reported, both to print or file.
Automation
The startup of the program is simple, BabelBank  can be started from a shortcut on the desktop, or from other programs or commandfiles.
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
